Summary of Proposal
It is the intention of the author to present a functioning example of classroom procedures paired with technology that enhances instruction and learning.   After describing the use of various technology tools in the elementary general music classroom, participants will be guided to transfer ideas to the general education setting.  Technology tools to be addressed during the presentation include the interactive whiteboard, iPod Shuffles and free-field music playback systems (boom box).

Educational Significance of Presentation
The positive effect of maintaining consistent structure in the classroom has been demonstrated repeatedly in education literature.  Fred Jones (1987) suggests that â€œStructure is organization:  setting the stage properly in advance so that instruction and classroom management go as smoothly as possibleâ€� (p. 41).  Students in a well structured class benefit from knowing what is expected of them.  Their teacher has trained and motivated them to proceed with learning. 

There are many elements to classroom structure, but for the purposes of this proposal, procedural organization will be highlighted.   Procedures train students what to do, when to do it, where to do it, and how to do it.  Procedures are â€œan accustomed way of getting things doneâ€� (Fisher, p. 76).  Routines allow students to experience success during transitions times, material distribution, emergency situations, movement within the classroom, lining up, and many other chaotic moments during the day.

Harry and Rosemary Wong (1998), in their popular book, The First Days of School, go so far as to say that â€œThe number-one problem in the classroom is not discipline; it is a lack of procedures and routinesâ€� (p. 167).  Similarly, Jill Reese (2007, p. 27) states, â€œAll teachers create basic routines in the classroom, and these consistent procedures contribute to student management and save time once they have been establishedâ€�.  With routines in place, the classroom can run smoothly, and learning is enhanced.


Procedures can be taught to students in as many different ways as there are settings.  In the elementary general music classroom, many procedures are taught through the lyrics of childrenâ€™s songs.  Students can also listen for specific instrument timbres to begin transitional procedures.  For example, when students hear the long sound of the triangle, they stop improvising on their instruments and give their mallets to a friend who has not yet played.  Repeated experiences with such pleasant procedural cues teach students to function within the music room. 

Technology has also been shown to be a very powerful and positive teaching tool.  Kulik & Kulik (1987) showed that technology based instruction affects positive attitudes in students.  Using tools such as computers, iPods, and projection screens in the classroom capitalizes on studentsâ€™ natural enthusiasm for working with technology and motivates their learning.
